Downloading Books from Bookshare
So there are a bunch of good YouTube videos out about this, but I think I should tell you how I think the best way to download  from bookshare is.
1. Go to:
WWW.bookshare.org
2. Sign in, or create an account.
If you don’t have an account, you need one. If you do, and you know how to download a book, skip to the suggested titles page. If you don’t know how to download, you’re about to get a step-by-step guide.
3. Hit the letter ‘E’ to get you to the edit box for searching. If you here it say that it is in forms mode, then type, otherwise hit enter. Then type in the book name. Hit enter
4. Once the search results page loads, hit the letter ‘H’ to go down by each result. Find the one you want, and then hit the letter ‘C’.
5. You’ll get to a combo box. Hit space.
6. Then down arrow to daisy text only (other formats.) Hit enter.
7. hit down arrow again, hit space on the download button.
8. Hit Alt+N to take you to the notification bar.
9. Hit tab to get to save split button.
10. Hit down arrow to save as, Hit enter.
11. Go through the save as dialog box.
12. Hit alt+N again.
13. Tab to open folder, hit enter.
14. Then hit application key on the book.
15. Down arrow to extract, hit enter
16. Tab to extract all, hit space.
17. If it opens the folder for you, hit down arrow until you get to the file with the XML extension. If it doesn’t, open the folder and down arrow to the file with the XML extension. Hit enter.
18. Hit control +F
19. [bookmark: _GoBack]Type in begin content and hit enter.
