The test content determines whether passages and items are delivered to a Braille embosser or to a Refreshable Braille Display (RBD) via JAWS.
English Language Arts (ELA): These tests present students with items in either contracted or uncontracted literary Braille:
[bookmark: brailletype]Items containing only text are sent to an RBD.
Items containing text and images that an RBD cannot read are sent to a Braille embosser.
Mathematics: All test content is delivered in Nemeth Braille via a Braille embosser.
Science: All test content is delivered in Nemeth Braille via a Braille embosser.
Social Sciences: These tests present students with items in either contracted or uncontracted literary Braille:
Items containing only text are sent to an RBD.
Items containing text and images that an RBD cannot read are sent to a Braille embosser.
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
